The Saint Mary’s University Board of Governors consists of members of the University community, including alumni, faculty, students, and committed volunteers from the community at large. Through its stewardship role, the Board oversees the conduct of the University’s affairs, ensuring through the President that a qualified and diligent team carries out the day-to-day activities with respect to the University’s financial and other resources, and together with the Senate (responsible for the educational policy of the University), fulfills the mission of the University. 

Strong oversight and governance result from having Board members with the necessary mix of skills and the contribution and inclusion of multiple perspectives when making decisions. Board diversity is crucial to ensuring that the Board effectively governs the University. Saint Mary’s University is committed to equity in its policies, practices, and programs and supports diversity and inclusion in its teaching, learning, and work environments. The University is also committed to accessibility in all its forms. In keeping with these commitments, the Board of Governors, and the Senate welcomes nominations from candidates from all gender identities, racially visible people, Indigenous people, people with disabilities, and others with the skills and knowledge to engage with diverse communities. Nominations of qualified individuals who would contribute to further diversification of our University community are encouraged and welcomed.
The Board is constituted in accordance with the Saint Mary’s University Act (“Act”). The By-laws of Saint Mary’s University have been developed in conjunction with the Act and provide the general framework in which the Board works. The Board of Governors Charter sets out the role and responsibilities of the Board, and the responsibilities and expectations of individual Governors. The Board has also adopted a Board of Governors Code of Conduct Policy, which sets out the standards of personal and professional conduct expected of all Board members. This policy, along with the annual disclosure of potential conflicts of interest form, must be accepted and signed by every governor prior to commencing service on the Board. All people interested in serving on the Board of Governors are encouraged to review these documents and to be fully aware of the role and responsibilities of governors before submitting a nomination.
