There are five (5) vacancies on Senate to be filled by this election. Five elected members shall serve for a term not exceeding three years and are eligible for re-election or re-appointment. The Bylaws articles specifically governing this form are as follows:

1.2.1    For the purposes of these Bylaws, and in accordance with Section 2(a) of the Act, “academic staff” shall be defined as including all full-time faculty members (including lecturer-stream faculty) and professional librarians employed by the University

1.3.1   All academic staff employed by the University, including the chairperson and other academic staff currently serving on Senate, are eligible to nominate and vote in the election of Senate members. 

1.4.2   Academic Staff shall be eligible to serve on Senate after two years of full-time service. No qualifications as to rank are required. Two years of service is interpreted to have been completed in the spring of the academic staff member’s second year at the University. 

1.10.5 The nomination form shall provide for a number of nominations equal to the number of vacancies to be filled, and the signature(s) of, or emails from, the nominee(s) to indicate their intention to stand for office.
1.10.6 To be valid, the nomination form must be signed by, or have emails received from two members of the electorate and must contain a number of nominations not greater than the number of vacancies to be filled.
